Community Projects to Watch 

Good things are happening all over the downtown Fort Wayne area. Here are just a few projects that hit closer to 
home and make our neighborhood an exciting place to live! 

 2017 Commercial Façade Grants:  Nine local organizations will receive grants to improve their properties. 
This year's recipients are all located on well-traveled urban corridors that the City is working to revitalize, and 
two of them are close to our neighborhood:  07 Pub and Shine and Hardin LLP.  
 

 Clyde Theatre Renovation:  The 21,000-square-foot, 66-year-old Clyde Theatre on Bluffton Road just 
south of the bridge over the St. Marys River will be tranformed into a multi-use entertainment and events 
facility, including a performance hall with seating for 2,200 and a 6,000-square-foot two-story art gallery. 
Renovations are scheduled to begin next month and expected to be complete by early 2018. 
 

 Former G.E. Campus Redevelopment:  Just one mile north of HSWNA, the mixed-use development 
project, expected to begin in early 2018, will revitalize the 32-acre campus and its 17 vacant buildings 
encompassing 1.2 million square feet.
